For years, Clinton Christian School has utilized a one tuition fits all approach.  As a parent of a high school student, I know it simply costs me more to provide for her than it does for me to provide for my fifth grader.  The same is true of their Christian schooling.  
The Activity Fee allows teachers more time to teach without the responsibility of collecting, accounting for, and dispersing funds.  The Activity Fee also permits your child’s teacher the time to seek out and reserve the best fieldtrips and extra-curricular activities without the worries of cancellation for non-payment, returned checks, and no-shows. The Activity Fee also allows this Administration the needed financial flexibility to make much needed improvement to our technology, fine arts, and athletic programs. Full Payment:  A discount will be given for tuition paid in full on or before the following dates:

Two Payments:  A discount will be given on half of the yearly tuition amount if the tuition is paid in two equal payments on or before the following dates:

Fees are not included in the tuition payments and are not refundable. Tuition may be paid by the year, semester, quarterly, or monthly through FACTS.  Under the yearly tuition plan, tuition and all applicable fees are due by July 1st. Under the two or four equal payment plans the first payment is due on August 1st. If paying thru FACTS under the two or four month plans your payments will be due by the 5thof each schedule month (see Tuition Preference Form).  Beginning in July, under the 10, or 11-month plan, tuition and all applicable fees are paid in equal payments on the 5th or 20th of each month. Regardless of the tuition payment plan elected, the parents or guardians are obligated to pay the full tuition for the entire semester and will not receive any refund of tuition in the event the child withdraws, transfers or is dismissed.


Tuition, extended time, and transportation fees are based on reasonable economic trends. Though adjustments are not anticipated, radical changes in the economy or other circumstances may result in adjusted rates. In its sole discretion, the school reserves the right to adjust tuition, extended time, and transportation rates and fees. Disposition of tuition and other fees upon the suspension, withdrawal, transfer, and/or dismissal of a student is addressed on the back of the enrollment form.
