SUBJ:    Notifications of Asbestos Inspections  
In compliance with the U. S. Environment Protection Agency (EPA) Asbestos Hazard Emergency Response Act (AHERA), in June 
of 2007, we performed inspections of each of our school buildings for asbestos-containing building materials (ACBM). The 
inspection findings and asbestos management plans are on file in the facilities director’s office. 
The EPA requires us to perform re-inspections of the asbestos materials every three years, plus a surveillance inspection every six 
(6) months.  The June re-inspections was performed by an accredited asbestos inspector.   
We have maintained an ongoing review of all ACBM in our school.  Currently, our Asbestos Management Plans are in excellent 
condition because no significant asbestos-containing building materials have been found on our premises.   
The results of our inspection are on file in the management plan in the school’s facilities director’s office. Everyone is welcome to 
view them by appointment only. The Asbestos Program Manager, Jeff Carpenter, is available to answer any questions you may 
have about asbestos in our buildings. His telephone number is 301 599-9600.
