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	Youth 3 - Must be able to swim 10 yards front crawl and 10 yards on back. Stroke emphasis in this class is on front crawl with rhythmic breathing and elementary backstroke.
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	Youth 4 - Must be able to swim 10 yards front crawl with rhythmic breathing in good form and 10 yards elementary backstroke with the whip kick in good form. Stroke emphasis in this class is on front crawl with rhythmic breathing, elementary backstroke, breaststroke, and sidestroke.
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	Youth 5 - Must be able to swim in good form 25 yards front crawl with rhythmic breathing, 25 yards backstroke, 10 yards elementary backstroke, 10 yards breaststroke, and 10 yards sidestroke. Stroke emphasis in this class is on sidestroke, back crawl, breaststroke, and butterfly.

Dear Clinton Christian Parents:
It has been our pleasure to have your school and summer day camp using our facility over the past many years. Mrs. Cooper has requested that we offer swimming lessons to your children this summer.  We are going to accommodate this special request for your school only.  

As is indicated on the attached registration form, we will be offering 2 sessions; one in June and one in July.  The dates are as follows:  

 Session 1:  June 9 (evaluation day), June 11, 16, 18, 23, 25 and 30 will be class days.  July 2 will be set aside as a rain make-up day.  Time will not allow for any other make-up sessions, so it is important that your children not miss a class.
Session 2:  July 7 (evaluation day), July 9, 14, 16, 21, 23 and 28 will be class days.  July 30 will be set aside as a rain make-up day.  Time will not allow for any other make-up sessions, so it is important that your children not miss a class.

During the evaluations (June 9 OR July 7) we will determine which class time (not session) your child will be placed.  We will be offering two class times each Tuesday and Thursday.  9:30-10:00 and 10:00-10:30.  Your children will be bussed via Clinton Christian bus service to and from the pool.  They will either be bussed back to the campus or will most likely wait under the pavilion with Clinton Christian staff members until their regularly scheduled swim time.  Please understand that they will not be permitted to use the pool during this time.
On the evaluations days (June 9 and July 7) we will request that all children interested in participating in that particular session (either 1 or 2) come to the pool from 9:30-10:30.  I will have many lifeguards and instructors available to help with the testing and placements.  We will notify Mrs. Cooper on Wednesday morning of the different class rosters so that the information can be passed on to you.

I will personally oversee and teach both classes during both sessions.  Assisting me will be some of our very well trained lifeguards and swim instructors.  Let me tell you a little bit about myself:  I am currently (and have been for 4.5 years) the Marlton Pool Board President, and have been a Marlton Pool member for 20 years.  I am the mother of four boys, ages 18, 15, 9 and 5.  My oldest son (Evan) is a lifeguard and pool operator at Marlton.  He swam for Huntingtown High School and now swims for Towson University.   3 of my boys have been swimming for the Marlton Marlins Swim Team for several years.  The youngest will be starting this summer.  
I myself was on a swim team from the age of 5-18.  I was a lifeguard, swim instructor and pool manager in my younger years. (  Over the past several summers I have been teaching swim lessons at the Marlton Pool as well.  I love, love, love to swim and I feel it is extremely important for everyone to know this life skill.  Swimming is one of the few learned skills that can actually save someone’s life, whether it’s your own or someone else’s.
